Assemble the most respected and experienced European experts, including from, but not limited to, the European Court of Human Rights and the European Commission for Democracy through Law - "Venice Commission", in order to develop a semi-official commentary on the cultural dimensions of human rights in the ECHR and other international standard setting instruments of relevance for Europe
